Montpelier’s “Restoration Celebration” on September 17, 
2008, marks the completion of a landmark five-year effort to 
restore James Madison’s lifelong home as a monument to the 

4th president and “Father of the Constitution.”  

The Center for the Constitution invites you to Montpelier, 
one of the central sites of the founding of the United States, 

to explore the newly restored mansion in the context of 
Madison’s research and writing on federal systems.

Experience a Place of Founding and Contradiction

You will explore James and Dolley Madison’s recently restored home, along with its 
gardens, landscape, and sites associated with the enslaved community.  These components 
of the program are integral to the intellectual content and are led by Montpelier’s specialists 
in archaeology, plantation life, horticulture, restoration, and history.

Participants may have an opportunity to visit the Gilmore Farm, the homestead of George 
and Polly Gilmore, and their five children. Born into slavery at Montpelier around 1810, 
George Gilmore was freed at the close of the Civil War and settled his family on what had 
originally been part of the Montpelier plantation.  The restored cabin, initially built in 1873 
by the Gilmores, reveals aspects of the lives of freedmen during the Reconstruction Era.
